Policy and Procedures
PURPOSE

The purpose of the festival is to instill an appreciation for the jazz genre by exposing people to Blues, Boogie, Ragtime, Standards, and other jazz styles, using original pieces, arrangements and improvisations. This is done in an atmosphere that will encourage students of all ages, levels and abilities to participate.

FORMAT

NOTE: There will be a raffle at the end of each program. Winners must be present.

Students who don't stay for their full program - either A.M. or P.M., will be disqualified to participate next year.

STUDENT ELIGIBILITY

Students should be performance ready with memorized music and proper stage deportment. Teachers may perform with their students. Non-members add $5 for each performer.


STUDENT PERFORMANCES

Students may perform solos, duets, and piano ensembles. Solo performers play from memory; music is acceptable for ensembles, but no photocopies will be allowed. Ensemble performers must be responsible for all of their equipment (music stands, special chairs, etc.) and must consult with the stage manager 15 minutes before the program starts. All students will be expected to stay for their entire group of performers as well as the Jazz Artist. 

MUSIC
Please limit selections to jazz, blues, boogie, and ragtime styles. Performances MUST be at least one (1) minute long, with a maximum of three (3) minutes.

Note: The committee reserves the right to disqualify (or reject) selections which do not adhere to these guidelines. Feel free to call a committee member if you are unsure.

STUDENT ENTRIES

Each teacher may enter up to 6 students/ ensembles. Extra students admitted if schedule allows.

DRESS

Students are encouraged to dress in an appropriate and unique manner to fit the music and the occasion, but NO jeans and NO athletic shoes are allowed on stage.
